· Law School and Optometry School Overviews
Lauren James presented on the Law school. Ohio State is an accredited law school. All accredited schools have the same curriculum. You self-select the types of classes depending on the type of law you want to practice. After law students graduate in May, they take the bar exam in July and hear back at the end of October how they did. Each class has around 220 people. Lectures are capped at 70 people. The law school is on semesters and all grades are curved (30% get As, 60% get Bs, 10% get Cs). They run by Socratic method the first year, so you can randomly be called on in class to answer difficult questions.
Courtney Jones presented on the Optometry school. They have about 60 people per class. First year is all didactic, and they get the summer off. Second year is more didactic, and they begin seeing patients in the spring. Third year consists of clinics and class, and in the winter they take boards. Fourth year consist of rotations at Ohio State, the Columbus area and away locations. They also have two sets of boards their last year. Residency is optional after graduation.
