· Student Health Insurance Self-Funding Overview-Health Insurance is required for all full-time students. Around 25% of students enroll in Student Health Insurance-52% of this fraction is undergraduate students.  -The switch to semesters may help with the fluctuations of students on the university’s health insurance plan by helping to offer better programs for students. Student Health Insurance is looking in to possibly being self-funded to cut out costs with middle-men. 
-Health care costs have increased yearly between 8-11%. 
-Lauren James is the IPC Student Health Insurance Committee representative.
· OSU Police-There are 48 officers in the Columbus area. 
-The Cleary Act is a federal law that requires safety reports to be sent to students and that a daily log is kept. It also requires timely warnings be sent when a crime is reported, and if there is belief that an ongoing threat is possible, it must be reported. Timely warnings are now sent to anyone with an osu.edu e-mail address. The timely warnings have to include information that can help students protect themselves. On average there about 16 timely warnings sent to students per year.
-OSU Police does not receive the reports Columbus Police receives, so OSU Police needs to find out about off-campus crimes.
-OSU Police has mutual aid agreement with several areas off-campus to have full police power to battle crime.

-Student Safety has 6 vans, and 4 operate per night. It is run by student employees.

· Dental and Pharmacy School Overviews-Michelle gave an overview of Pharmacy school. There are three years of classes, and the fourth year is rotations. In the second and third year they learn therapeutics. The fourth year is 9 sets of 1 month rotations. They take boards after their fourth year in the summer. They have summers off except between third and fourth year. Pharmacy students aren’t required to do a residency, but 30% people do. The residencies are 1 and 2 year programs.
